Anyone in need of being anointed is invited
to receive the Sacrament when it is offered.

This Sacrament brings the blessings of God'’s
comfort, peace and grace, offering strength
and the assurance that one is facing the
illness in union with Christ. Who should be
anointed?

The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick
is for baptized Christians whose health is
seriously impaired by sickness or old age.

It should be celebrated at the beginning of
the illness or during the iliness and should
not be delayed. So, the condition should be
more serious than just a cold or some
normal illness, but the old thinking about
waiting until one is near death is no longer
proper for this Sacrament, either.
